ITEMS OF INTEREST

e JUDGE RULES THAT STATE CAN TAKE REDEVELOPMENT FUNDS

Cities and counties got some bad financial news this past Tuesday (05/04/10), when
Superior Court Judge Lloyd Connelly upheld a State budget proposal that requires
Redevelopment Agencies to transfer local funds to the County to finance State
programs for the next two years. The property tax transfer for Pinole’s Redevelopment
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Agency will be $3,558,867 this budget year, which is due on Monday, May 10". In
February, the City Council decided to pay for this tax transfer out of moneys previously
accumulated for low and moderate income housing programs.

The California Redevelopment Association (CRA) has decided to appeal the Trial Court
decision, arguing that the tax transfer is unconstitutional, and has asked the State Court
of Appeals to suspend payments pending further judicial review. Unless a stay order is
issued before Monday morning, we will be dropping our payment at the County Auditor
Controllers Office. In our cover letter to the County we advise that we are making this
payment under protest, pending the outcome of the appeal, and reserving our rights to
recover the funds.

Pinole Cable TV has many of its broadcasts available on the City of Pinole website
including City Council meetings, special events and sporting events.
