Some EBMUD customers in northern Contra Costa County have experienced recent changes
to the taste and odor of their water. The water delivered to homes and businesses meets all
health-related standards.

The changes are due to the start up of Sobrante Water Treatment Plant, which uses a
different water source than what customers in this area are typically served in the winter. The
water source for Sobrante Water Treatment Plant, San Pablo Reservoir, is currently
experiencing algae blooms. EBMUD is aware of the issue and is taking steps to minimize the
taste and odor changes.

The City does not have any jurisdiction on either of these sites; however we have been very
interested in facilitating and bringing all the parties together to discuss solutions. The City
recently placed some new signs warning the public about parking in the Pinole Shores area.

Supervisor Gayle Ulikema is also interested in railway safety and will be working towards
hosting a meeting on this subject in the near future.
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e COUNTY PROPOSED PROJECT AT 970 APPIAN DELAYED

At the request of the applicant, the County Planning Commission has delayed hearing the
application for the residential project located at 970 Appian Way. Due to an illness of the
applicant, the case is being delayed until January 2011.

e EASTBAY WORKS ONE STOP CAREER CENTER OFFERING WORKSHOPS

The June monthly activities calendar is attached for the East Bay Works One Stop Career
Center. There are a number of workshops and recruitments being offered. The Center is
located at 2300 El Portal Drive in San Pablo and is open M — F 8:30 to 5pm.
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e LAFCO FIRE WORKSHOP

Vice Mayor Roy Swearingen, Council member Tim Banuelos, Interim Fire Chief Jim Parrott,
Assistant to the City Manager Michelle Fitzer, and | all attended the second LAFCO fire
workshop on Friday, May 21%. There was good dialogue about sustainability and other
issues involving delivery of fire services. One important issue identified is a need to educate
ourselves and the public on what “fire service” actually means today.

The days of the Fire Department employees waiting for a structure fire are long gone. Today
the majority of calls for service are medical — in our case an average of around 68%. As we
know, our engines now run with at least one Paramedic every shift. That is an increased
service level from basic life support to advanced life support. Our Paramedics assist the
ambulance service Paramedics to ensure immediate, quality care.

In an effort to increase awareness, IAFF Local 1230 has decided to develop an education
program. They have advised that they will be bringing the presentation to all of the cities that
they represent in the County. Of course, we would like to work with our labor representatives
to prepare a presentation reflecting not only general fire services, but specifically discussing
what our department does — things like the CERT training program, smoke detector program,
child safety seat program, etc. We do not yet have a date set to receive this presentation.

LAFCO members recognized the efforts of the West County Technical Advisory Committee
and encouraged us to continue meeting. We are currently on a hiatus while Pinole studies
our long-term service delivery options. Our plan is to continue to work with our Battalion 7
partners and neighboring jurisdictions to determine long-term solutions that will continue to
ensure quality service to all of West Contra Costa County.

As we have more information and we develop a recommendation for our long-term plan we
will be bringing it forward to the Council and community. This is especially important given
the City’s financial portfolio. Citizens should be looking for some discussion by the City
Council at upcoming Budget workshops.

e HERITAGE PARK COTTAGES UPDATE

Construction — Pier holes were completed two weeks ago. Steel cages were installed and
concrete was poured in the holes last week. Forming of grade beams and pouring of grade
beams occurred early this week. Concrete garage slabs are scheduled to be poured today.
Most of the underground work is complete. The public will begin to see more on-site work in
the coming weeks, as framing is to commence.

Off-site electrical and gas plans are being coordinated with PG&E. Because the process with
PG&E is a lengthy one, the project was intentionally put out to bid last year excluding the
work, which provided a 5-month jump on construction. At this time, PG&E is almost complete
with their approval/review process, and a Request for Proposal is being submitted to the
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contractor for utility trenching and associated electrical work. If the Proposal exceeds
$20,000, a Change Order will be presented to the Agency Board for consideration.

Sales Prices — Staff needs a critical piece of information from the State before the prices for
the very low income and low income homes can be determined: the 2010 income ranges for
Contra Costa County. These numbers are typically published by this time of year, so last
week staff called the State Department of Housing and Community Development to inquire
as to the estimated publication date. Although no response has been received as of this
writing, it is anticipated that the numbers will be published within the next month. Upon
receipt of the numbers from the State, the price analysis for the moderately-priced home will
be updated, and the price will be set accordingly.

e GENERAL PLAN UPDATE

Below are links to the status reports for the General Plan Update and Housing Element
Update work under preparation. The General Plan is the City’s blueprint for guiding future
development within the City and surrounding area. The City is concurrently preparing a
Specific Plan to provided more detailed policy guidance for development along portions of
San Pablo Avenue, Pinole Valley Road and Appian Way. In addition, the City is updating the
current Zoning Code to reflect changes in State Law, provide consistency with the General
Plan and Specific Plan, and communicate City expectations about future development within
the City in a clear and comprehensive manner. Action on the General Plan Update work is
scheduled for October of this year after required environmental review is completed. Further
information about the status of this effort is available by following the link below.

The
current Housing Element planning period extends through 2014. The draft document includes
updated housing needs assessment information and includes goals, policies, and
implementation actions to address these needs over time.
